Ribbons to be discussed are as follows:
Continuous print ribbon:  5/8” and up width; Susan suggests ¾” max.
Cheapest is 50 yards at $.32/yd is $16 + $5 S&H = $21.00 total no   


matter what text we put on it.  Printing is horizontal.  
From MR Bucks

108 yards @ $.44/yd is $44.  Shipping Unknown.  From Hodges Badges
95 yards @ $.51/yd is $49.  Shipping Unknown.  From Ribbons Galore

Flat ribbons in lots of 100.

Flash Awards has 2”x8” @ $.23 ea = $23.00  Printing 9 lines in gold; 

ribbon colors optional.

Ribbons Galore has 2”x8” @ $.30 ea = $30.00; with adhesive = $36.00


Printing not specified

Hodges Badges has both 2”x 5” & 2”x 6” @ $.34 = $34.00; 
With $6.75 S&H = $45.75.  Neither printing nor adhesive specified
Decision to be made:  Flat or Continuous ribbon or both.  

Voting appeared to be an even split.

Ann decided we should hold on this as we appear unable to make a clear decision at this time.  
Susan suggested we get around 20 flat ribbons and roll of continuous and try it out as we have enough money to cover samples plus order later.  It was decided to go with Susan’s suggestion to get a sample 20 flats and a roll of continuous.  Approved by all.
However, Susan will wait to order until we see what is happening with our web domain name.  (Discussion on this seemed to resolve to: whatever the change we can still have name on pens as alias.)
Don & Jill had to leave to get to another meeting.

Maura’s article, and a picture, has appeared in the ICG newsletter.  It will be included in our book.

Since none of the then attendees had remembered to bring anything for the Costume Exchange, Ann decided to move it to take place at the April Meeting at Don & Jill’s.  Just then, however, Janice arrived with MANY costumes so we will be doing a ‘small’ costume give-away after this meeting and the rest will be brought to Jill’s at the next meeting.  We will be sending out reminders for next month.  Gather your items!!!
Maura has set up a Tea Party for Saturday, May 20, 2006 at 4:30PM at the Boston Park Plaza.   You can dress as you feel; Historic costume welcome.  We need to take lots of pictures.
