PRESIDENT’S REPORT:   Went to see Sweeny Todd last week in New York with Rich and Stephanie.  Had a great time.  Good costumes.
VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  No Report.
SECRETARY’S REPORT:     Notes got out immediately after last meeting.  Will try to do the same thing this time.   May 7th Minutes Accepted as published.   Janice abstained from the vote since she hadn’t received the minutes; Pat to send. 
TREASURER’S REPORT:   The new ICG Treasurer finally acknowledged receipt of our report; took three tries.  This is Anakin’s first meeting; Lauren & husband Jeff joined this morning, and Lisa joined at the breakfast.  Allan asked about the bank statement problem.  Ann suggested Susan go onto the bank site and get a copy of NOEL’s statements as Dina has not been able to supply them.
WEBMASTER:   John has brought our site up-to-date, but has not changed the format as he has not yet heard from Maura, her significant other, or Lise.  A link to more information has been added as well as one to the Newsletter.

ICG BOD REP:  (See Old & New Business.)  Janice sent out a report via e-mail.
OLD BUSINESS: 
We have ribbons.  The tape measures will have the continuous ribbons (with our old web address which points to our new one) attached to them for our Measure of Success Masquerade awards.  The individual multi-colored ribbons are the Hall Awards which can be given out by any member.  Let Susan know if you are going to a convention and would like to give out ribbons; she can give you a supply.
NOELCG.ORG, our new domain name, has been paid for for 5 years and is pointed to by the old NOEL website.

The Tea Party took place and was a great success as well as had good food and tea.  Everyone dressed up in costume and went into the Boston Park Plaza Hotel.  Even though everyone paid Maura, who did the organization, ahead of time for the tea, people brought money for any additional ‘tea drinks’ they requested and tips.  The group got lots of comments and stares and many pictures were taken.

Everyone felt we should do this again soon.  Thanks again to Maura for arranging this fun time.

Allan moved that we take whatever the ICG membership rate is for whatever class dues (individual or family) and subtract that amount from our regular NOEL dues for anyone who is already an ICG member.  Seconded by Rich.  Susan suggested we add another line on our membership form that shows whatever other chapter a NOEL member belongs to.
Unanimous approval of motion.

Proxy Problems:  Ann’s flight was late to Des Moines, Iowa.  The Dallases were at the meeting but didn’t have the proxies.  It turns out that if they had had copies of the proxies they could have voted them.  It was decided that in the future, we need to make sure that everyone who goes to the meeting has a copy of the proxies, or a list of signatures.
Currently the BOD is trying to get the information from past officers to current officers.  The BOD Meeting mostly did procedures.  There are three new chapters:  Dallas, Fort Worth Costumers Guild, Fibre Fantasy Artists of Canada, and Costumer’s Guild of Western Pennsylvania; these three brought in 50 new members.  Pending chapters are: Connecticut Costumer’s Guild and Tennessee Valley Costumer’s Guild.  Both are mostly theater folks and would also bring in about 50 new members.

NEW BUSINESS:

ICG Annual Meeting (see Costume.Org):  Ann asked who won the elections:   President, Nora Mai; Vice President, Jan Price; Treasurer, Bruce MacDermott; Recording Secretary, Frances Burns; and Cooresponding Secretary, Karen Heim.    Richard Mann is President of SiliconWeb as well as a BOD rep. A committee is to be formed to address the ‘refugee’ and other membership issues.
Café Press shop has already turned a profit for the ICG.  All have Gliztiana logo.

Susan is going to put out an e-mail with the list of Tea Party places that have already been researched.  Anakin didn’t duck fast enough when Pat suggested she organize the next one, so she agreed to do so.  Ann suggested Anakin pick two or three dates in October, though Ann would prefer not the first week or Columbus Day Weekend.  Festive Dress will be mandatory.
CONVENTIONS:

Ron & Janice reported that the CostumeCon hotel was in an area that was under construction; as was most of Des Moines.  The hotel, the Fort Des Moines, was very good about shuttling people around, however, it did not appear to understand what a handicapped room should contain.  Janice’s room had a deep tub whose stool floated and had no easy way to get in and out.  There were 190 attendees; about 40 showed up at-the-door on Saturday.  The convention spaces were good.  Ann said it was fun and small.
DVDs of masquerades were available in limited quantities (about 8) the day after each masquerade.  Cudos to the tech crew.
Balticon was pretty good (Rich showed off his t-shirt).  Brian Healy won Best In Show as a Minotaur. Overall Rich said the Masquerade was just ‘Okay.’  Brian is now part of some company that works with Disney.  He is also working with Phantom of the Opera in Las Vegas, so he is now definitely a professional costumer.  No NOEL awards got handed out as everyone was too busy with the convention.
Duckon, Naperville, Illinois.  Jill bought a fantastic red and purple “witch,s” hat and five assorted fannish t-shirts when she and Don attended this con.
Anime Boston.  There were 10,000 people at the convention at the Hynes; mostly ‘bouncy’ teenagers.  Anakin has a picture of a costume she will send out to the list.  She said there were some amazing costumes as well as a lot of teenagers with similar home-made costumes.  There was a group who was the Bashonin (spelling please) Backup Crew that impressed Anakin. 
Anime Next.  Maura took ribbons for this, she will be doing judging of the masquerade.
Westercon:  Jill & Donald will be attending this during the July 4th weekend.

LACon:  Of the NOEL members at this meeting only Anakin, Nancy, Ron, Janice and Lauren will Not be attending.  There should be quite a few reports from the Worldcon.
ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Jill survived producing “The Illusion”, a play put on by the Washington Street Players, and taking it to EMACT.  They won an award for costuming.  The Quannapowitt Players group Allan and Pat belong to won Best Production at EMACT and are contemplating taking their production of ‘Five Women Wearing the Same Dress’ to the regionals in Hudson, New Hampshire.
Susan announced ‘The Fabric of Framingham’ which covers the textile industry in Framingham.  It is sponsored by the Framingham Historical Society at the Edgell Memorial Library in Framingham, Edgell Road and Route 9.  The exhibit is currently running and continues until the 23rd of September.

SHOW & TELL:
Ann introduced her doll who can be girl, Cally; boy Calvin; or bad Caliban.  She went shopping at the reopened FAO Swartz store and got some neat doll outfits – like a ‘I Love NY’ t-shirt.
Janice showed off jewelry she got at CostumeCon; some of it for a production of Iolanthe Janice will be helping with at the Sudbury Savoyards next spring.  She also showed off a long-sleeve T-shirt with a graphic of Glitziana($25) and the polo shirt ($20) she was wearing and some small buttons of Glitziana($1.50) – all of which the ICG is selling to make money.   There are many more items.  Look on the www.cafepress.com/glitziana site.
Janice  also brought out two issues of “Cactus Needles”, the Southwest Costumers Guild’s newsletter – very nice with good photos; “Laughing Moon”, a sheet showing  under bust corset pictures and pattern description; the three DVDs from the CostumeCon – Historical, SF&Fantasy, and Fashion Folio masquerades, with great pictures on the covers; and a great picture of the Dick family in their Fashion Folio costumes.  Lauren looked through the Fashion Folio and spotted the costumes the Dick family had used as well as spotting Ann’s awards and other neat costumes.
Janice also showed off the “Tudor Tailor” book which has patterns inside.  Those without sticky fingers were allowed to handle it.  “Fashions of the Gilded Age” and “Dress Regulations for the Officers of the (British) Army 1891” were both available for people to look at.
Susan also showed a picture from her newspaper of a gigantic walking marionette. The ‘girl’ marionette was shown with a 42-ton marionette elephant for four days in May in London.
