Experiments in paint: Lisa found some “Interference Paint” in Pearl Arts.  Liquitex and Golden make it.  It has small particles of titanium in it.  It is different colors depending on how you look at it.  The acetate side works better mixed with black to even out the shimmering layer on the background.  The non-acetate side needs a layer of clear acrylic in order to look nice.  It appears to be flexible.  It does not react well with fabric.  It wants an even surface to go on.  (Lisa brought a transparency with sample paints to the Zodiac work session later on.)
Pictures: Jill proposes that we spend up to $50 to buy pictures from Charles Mohapel (the official LACon IV photographer) for the scrapbook.  For JPEGs we will copy the pictures from a public web site.  There is no problem with donated pictures.  Otherwise, if we want pictures, we will have to pay for them.  Amendment: This is not to set a precedent for future group costume photograph purchasing.  Motion passed 12-1.
Measure of Success Award: Non-competing Guild members will vote during half time of the Arisia masquerade.  One award will be given to a non-master class entry.  It is a recruitment effort.  Jerome is working on the award to be printed.
Buttons: We are going to make buttons for Arisia after the meeting: “Ask me about Costuming” and “Ask me about No.L.”  (This was done.)
Jerome and Kara bought a lot of the Zodiac materials from Michael’s.  Michael’s has asked for a picture with our web site.  Rich provided a copy of the JPEG with a full group picture to Jill and Jerome.
Convention Report
United Fan Con: Rich and Stephanie and Jerome and Kara attended this convention November 10-12 in Springfield, MA.  This convention had a very small costume contest in the morning.  Entries walked on and off with no tech.  There were only six entries.  The winner was a Doctor Who group done by two kids who dressed as Tom Baker’s Doctor and Leela and had a mobile K9.
Philcon: Rich and Stephanie and Pat and Allan attended this convention November 17-19 in Philadelphia, PA.  There were only nine entries and no costumes were particularly memorable.  There was no award given for Best in Show.  Byron Connell was brought in at almost the last minute as Masquerade Director and got volunteers from both Noel and the Sick Pups to help.  Pat worked the Green room and Allan worked backstage as both pusher and catcher.  Rich appeared with Byron and Sandy Swank and others in an out-of-competition pirate act to open the masquerade.  Stephanie worked with the Tech crew.  (Janice reposted the results of the Philcon masquerade from the Sick Pups list.)
Windycon: Jill and Don attended this convention November 10-12 in Rosemont, IL (near Chicago).  There were a lot of hall costumes.  Jill attended some costuming panels and sat next to a woman wearing an interesting costume.  The masquerade had somewhere between 10 and 20 entries.
