1. NoL members, previous Measure of Success award recipients, Master level contestants, and winners of Best in Class (presentation) and Best in Show (presentation) at the current masquerade are ineligible.
2. All attending NoL members get two votes.  The two contestants who get the most votes are considered.  If the contestant with the most votes turns out to win a Best in Class (presentation) or Best in Show (presentation) award, the contestant receiving the second highest number of votes gets the Measure of Success award.  If both of the contestants win one of those presentation awards, no Measure of Success award will be given.
3. The winner receives: (1) A year long term of free NoL and ICG membership good from that Arisia to the Arisia of the following year, (2) A certificate; (3) A tape measure.
These rules will go on the NoL web site.

In addition, in order to better publicize NoL at Arisia, we would like the MC to announce the NoL meeting taking place at Arisia, stating the time and room.
