Nancy suggested that the tape measure be used for ‘special presentations’; Ann suggested Hall costumes.  We can put our name on it; logo requires multiple colors which is expensive.  Sue will be sending out a combined report (from her and Jerome) on all research.  PLEASE READ as we will be voting on this next meeting and it involves MONEY!!!

NEW BUSINESS:

It was noticed that our membership cards have expired; have a 2/2005 date.  Allan suggested little stickers with new date; everyone thought this good.  Pat brought up the fact that she and Allan had not received their membership cards.  It was noted that Joyce, now in California, had been doing the cards.  Stephanie volunteered to get the stickers.
